Opioids are commonly prescribed after both major and minor surgeries for pain management. 

Becoming a new chronic opioid user is the most common post-surgical complication. 

Michigan OPEN has presented educational forums to thousands of surgeons, physicians, nurses, 

dentists and physician assistants across the U.S. and has developed patient educational 

materials on safe use, storage, and disposal of opioid medications.  

 

Disposal 

With up to 92% of surgical patients having leftover opioids after common operations, millions 
of pills are left vulnerable to diversion into communities.  

Michigan OPEN partners with communities, hospitals, and law enforcement agencies to hold 

opioid recovery drives twice a year in locations throughout the state of Michigan.  To date, our 

Take Back Events have removed 6,500+ pounds of medication, including approximately 126,000 

opioids, from Michigan households.
